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16. Essential places and activities in our province

or not in the course: 

• Visiting the Alhambra: this castle and fortress is one of the most important treasures 

in Spain and must-see. Make sure you buy the tickets in advance. 

• Exploring El Albaicín: this old Moorish quarter is famous for its narrow streets and 

whitewashed houses. Walk through its alleys and enjoy the views of the Alhambra. 

• Visiting the Cathedral: this Renaissance cathedral is an architectural masterpiece 

and contains the Royal Chapel, where the tomb of the Catholic Monarchs. 

• Relaxing in the Arab Baths: enjoy this spa experience in the Arab Baths, where you 

can dive in a thermal pool and get a relaxing massage. 

• Taking a stroll along the ‘Paseo de los Tristes’: this walk along the Darro river offers 

beautiful views of the Alhambra and it is a perfect place to take a relaxing stroll. 

• Try the local ‘tapas’: in Granada, most of the pubs serve free ‘tapas’ when you ask for 

a drink. It is a unique opportunity to try a wide variety of traditional dishes. 

• Watch a ‘flamenco’ show: ‘flamenco’ is a huge part of the Andalusian culture. Enjoy 

a live show in one of the flamenco pubs you will find in the city. 

• Visit the ‘Parque de las Ciencias’ (Sciences Park): an interactive museum which 

combines fun and education with interactive exhibitions, a planetarium and a 

biodome. 

• Visit the Royal Monastery of St. Jerome: this monastery from the 16th century is an 

impressive example of the Renaissance architecture and is home to a beautiful 

church.
